Unless we specify the need for your 
child to bring certain materials from 
home, we ask that campers not bring 
anything with them most days as we 
will be providing plenty of activities 
and entertainment for them!

This includes cell phones, tablets 
gaming systems etc...If your child has 
a cell phone that you wish them to 
carry with them please let us know, 
and we will allow them to keep them 
on the premises, but the device will 
need to be kept in a back pack and not 
brought out during GWP hours.

You can sign up for any or all of the 
camp weeks. Space is limited so 
register ASAP!  

We will email you your camp 
contracts once you submit your 
registration through the website. 
Please finalize your camp weeks and 
make any changes, then sign and 
return to finalize your registration.  

Spots will not be held without a 
signed copy and your bank acct. info 
or card number on file. Cards are not 
charged unless it is your chosen 
method of payment (2% fee charged for 

CC). They will only be used as 
insurance against a cancellation, to 

collect the agreed upon camp tuition 
amounts. 

No Camp Refunds:  
Once camp contracts are signed and 
turned in they are final. You are 
responsible for all charges regardless of 
attendance. If space allows you can add 
or swap weeks, if possible
